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American Week in Mahajanga 
 
From February 27 to March 1 the American Embassy will hold an “American Week” in Mahajanga to celebrate 
the U.S.-Malagasy relationship which dates to the early 19th century.  The Embassy will present a series of 
cultural events and exhibits at the Maison de la Culture in Mahajanga to highlight the relationship in all of its 
dimensions.   It will be a lively fair atmosphere with numerous stands that will provide information about U.S. 
programs of interest to Malagasy citizens of all ages.  It coincides with the finals of the Embassy’s “Second 
Annual Black History Month HIV/AIDS and Malaria Awareness Basketball Tournament” for high schools in 
Mahajanga and with the closing ceremony of the 2005-2006 Ambassador’s Fund for Cultural Preservation, 
“Opening the Door on History: Preserving Madagascar’s Indo-Arabian Carved Doors.” A further highlight will 
be appearances by an American artist who will perform American folk songs at the Maison de la Culture on 
February 28. 
 
A broad cross section of offices from the U.S. Embassy as well as private American organizations working in 
the Mahajanga region will participate.  They include the Department of State, the Millennium Challenge 
Account, USAID, Peace Corps, the Office of the Defense Attaché, PSI, SantéNet, Green, Globe, Bamex, and 
Exxon/Mobil. 
 
The American Week will be open to the public on February 27, from 15:00 to 18:00,  
February 28 and March 1, from 08:00 to 12:00 and from 15:00 to 18:00.
